Notes
A major key to success this year will be with the notes that you take.  I will provide “fill in” notes on occasion, while other times you will take your own.  Be alert in class. Good note takers write down what is being said as well as what is being written. I would recommend using color to emphasize important ideas. Be sure to date them and put them in order! 

 Quizzes

There will be several “quick checks for comprehension” as well as 1-2 quizzes will be given per unit. I do give partial credit so show all of your work. If you are unhappy with your test scores, I would encourage you to do quiz corrections. 
Essential Assignments:  These are items that MUST be completed in order to earn credit for this course. Examples are the four written papers as well as the oral interviews which occur in April.

Tests       A test will be given at the end of each unit. Studying for tests means knowing the material covered, doing practice problems, and completing all review assignments. If you are unhappy with your test scores, I would encourage you to do test corrections. 
Assessment Corrections
If you have not demonstrated mastery on an assessment, corrections are recommended. All homework must be completed prior to doing corrections. All corrections must be done properly to earn credit. All assessment corrections are due two class periods after your assessment has been returned to you. To earn mastery points you must correctly answer a question similar to the correction(s) that you made. NOTE: earning points back is NOT available if a student is absent on the day of a test.
Homework

Homework is an essential part of my class. I expect that ALL homework will be completed. I would encourage you to do your homework on a nightly basis, as I may check it daily. I do accept late work for half credit.
Attendance

It is important that you show up every day to class on time, ready to work.  Students that tend to miss class, tend to struggle with both understanding concepts and the workload.
Absent Work
If you are absent and it has been excused in the attendance office, you have one day for each day you were absent to complete the assignment. I will put your copy of any handouts in the out folder.  It is your responsibility to get any notes and assignments you may have missed. I will not remind you about these notes or assignments. Further, if you are absent on the day that we review for a test; you will still be required to take the test the following day.  New material isn’t being covered, so this shouldn’t be an issue. NOTE:  If you go on a school trip and miss class you are STILL responsible for the material presented in class. You do NOT get an extra day, as you are not technically absent from school.  Of course arrangements can be made AHEAD of time to set up alternative arrangements.
AP Course and Exam
Since you have signed up for this course, the expectation is of course that you will take either the A/B or B/C AP Calculus exam. In addition, schedule changes can NOT be accommodated mid-year.
Cheating
Cheating is unacceptable, will result in a zero grade, and WILL be reported to administration and parents.  Anyone caught cheating on an essential assignment will earn an F for the marking period.  Cheating includes the following: 
1. Talking or communicating in ANY way during a test or quiz (even if you are finished) 
2. Copying someone else’s work, or allowing someone to copy your work 
3. Plagiarism (this includes improper internet cutting and pasting) 
4. Sharing specific information about tests, quizzes, or homework between classes
