Extra Credit
The only time that extra credit can be done is when I assign it to the entire class. Please do not come to me the last week of the marking period and ask for extra credit.
Quizzes

There will be several “quick checks for comprehension” as well as 1-2 quizzes will be given per unit. I do give partial credit so show all of your work.  If you are unhappy with your test scores, I would encourage you to do quiz corrections. 
Essential Assignments:  These are items that MUST be completed in order to earn credit for this course. Examples are the hexahexaflexagon project as well as the tower project.
Tests       A test will be given at the end of each unit. Studying for tests means knowing the material covered, doing practice problems, and completing all review assignments.    If you are unhappy with your test scores, I would encourage you to do test corrections. 
Assessment Corrections

If you have not demonstrated mastery on an assessment, corrections are recommended. All homework for the unit must be completed prior to doing corrections. All corrections must be done properly to earn credit. All assessment corrections are due two class periods after your assessment has been returned to you. To earn mastery points you must correctly answer a question similar to one of the correction(s) that you made. You will earn half of your points back, up to a maximum of 6% points. 
NOTE: Students who are absent on the day of the assessment will NOT have an 
                        opportunity to earn points back by doing corrections.
Attendance:
 

Attendance will be taken daily. You are responsible for all materials presented in class, whether you are present or not. In the event of an absence, it is YOUR responsibility to find out what you missed and reach out to me. Daily assignments and resources are posted on our Schoology and our webpage. This year we are enforcing the tardy and absence policies.     
  
Homework

Homework is an essential part of my class. I expect that ALL homework will be completed.  
a. Late assignments will be accepted for credit. Per district policy only have credit can be earned and must be turned in prior to the end of the marking period. I will let you know when those dates are in class.
b. If you are absent on the day an assignment is due mark it as ABSENT at the top of your paper so points will not be deducted for late work.   

c. You must check the website or Schoology to find daily assignments or email me for work if you are going to be absent or misplace an assignment. I am happy to help you AFTER you check the website.

d. If you know you will be absent please let me know and I can make arrangements with you so that you do not fall behind.

f. An assignment will be considered late if it is NOT finished when we begin class or after the grading window closes in Schoology.  
  

Effort
Please make sure that you come to class each day ready to learn and share what you know. The course is designed to be interactive and works best when students are engaged with their work. 
Absent Work
If you are absent and it has been excused in the attendance office, you have one day for each day you were absent to complete the assignment.  I will put your copy of any handouts in the out folder.  It is your responsibility to get any notes and assignments you may have missed. I will not remind you about these notes or assignments.  Further, if you are absent on the day that we review for a test, you will still be required to take the test the following day.  We are not covering any new material, so this should not be an issue.  NOTE:  If you go on a school trip and miss class you are STILL responsible for the material presented in class.  You do NOT get an extra day, as you are not technically absent from school.  Of course, arrangements can be made AHEAD of time to set up alternative arrangements.
