LEAD IN THE BODY Project
Due Monday, February 2, 2015
1)  Complete the Euler’s method packet on Lead in the Body.

2)  Read the extended cover story from the Detroit Free Press, May 16, 2010 “Nightmare of lead a reality for many families in Detroit”

3)  Download the color map of lead distribution in Detroit neighborhoods from Mrs. Tallman’s website.

4)  Go to the google scholar link on Mr. Acre’s website and critically read one (or more) of the articles listed.  NOTE:  Low-level lead-induced neurotoxicity in children: an update on central nervous system effect is a good one (
5)  Reflect on all 4 items, then make a choice between a multimedia presentation or write a critical analysis essay.  If a presentation:  it should be a stand alone piece, including any voiceovers or narrations.  If a  paper:  all rules for good writing apply:  thesis, intro, conclusion, etc.  Citation of sources is imperative!
Include the following:

· How does lead contamination occur?

· What detrimental effects does lead have on the body?  Brain?

· What is the connection between lead poisoning and learning?

· Using the Euler’s method models, how easy is it for lead to leave the body?

· What does the article have to do with anything?!

· Is lead poisoning an issue in the community where you live?  Why or why not?

· Is lead poisoning a serious problem?  If so, how can we use our powers for good to help?

· Other ideas you have about how these 3 items relate to each other

You will probably want to do some additional research for this.  Be sure to cite your sources, and everyone needs to cite the Detroit Free Press source.

** Support your statements with specific references to each of the 4 documents:  Euler’s method spreadsheet, Free Press article, Google scholar article, and map.  Of course you may use more than 4 sources; this is a minimum requirement.
