Test Corrections
If you are not happy with your grade you may earn half of your points back on your test, up to six (6) percentage points. 

For example: your score is 
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 , which is a 76%. You do your test corrections CORRECTLY, so your new test grade would be an 82% 
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. The net result is that 

3.5 points would be added to you score. 

Procedure 

1. On a separate sheet of paper, NEATLY rewrite the original problem. 

2. Show the correct solution (Significant figures and units included), with all of the correct work. 

3. Write a sentence about what you learned from making the correction.

Note:  I wrote the test I know what the correct answer is and how to solve for it; I want to know what you learned so you won’t make the same mistake again. 

4. Staple your corrections with your name and class, to the TOP of your test and turn them into your bin. 
5. I will return your test corrections to you. At this time I will write a problem for you to solve similar to one of your test corrections. You must get this problem correct in order to earn your points. 

NOTE: All corrections MUST be correct or no credit will be earned. You only have to correct the problems you got wrong. Test corrections are due at the start of class two (2) class periods after the test has been passed back.  You may not participate in test corrections if you are absent on the day of the assessment. If you are absent you need to find a way to get them to school. Test corrections are a privilege; if privileges are abused then they are taken away.
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
