· take a picture of the happy recipients with the box!

Delivery due by Wednesday, May 28th so that you can show us by Thursday, May 29th.  What do you need to turn in?  You must turn in a sample copy of your 3 letters and the 3 pictures.  
You must be sincere in your thanks.
The recipient should not know that this is an assignment.
Recall some of the things mentioned at the Senior Dinner:  You have been given wonderful opportunities.  You have been stretched and challenged.  Many people have helped you become the “essential piece”.  Many adults have invested in your life and have nurtured you throughout your school years.
